1. Meeting was called to order at 2:45 pm.

2. Mrs. Bacal reported minutes from the TUSD budget Meeting held at Palo Verde HS. If the 1 cent sales tax doesn’t pass, the district will cut somewhere around $9,000.000 next year. Dr. Fagan asked Site Councils to think about once again adding to the November ballot, another override proposition since it would not cost anything more because we already have two board members up for re-election.  School sites have to cut their budgets a total of 10%.  Full day Kindergartens will be cut.
3. Due to the updates of Dr. Fagan, Site council will need to resend the letter cc: to Maggie Shaffer regarding the following concerns: We want the principal process to begin at Howenstine, and to continue the planning process for next year. Regarding the Transformation Model, we will still be Howenstine. Clarity is needed regarding issues, such as existing without a principal on site or will the Howenstine site share an administrator or be a school attached to another school. 
4. Dr. Richardson will be off campus Tuesday regarding budget approval. Ms. Galland asked would Howenstine be allowed to exist not having a principal. And should we even go through the process? Answer; we do have to have an administrator. Under the title, Director or Dean- this position could be less pay as an alternative to a principal. Mrs. Dwyer stated that we need to continue looking for a principal and to continue to pursue accurate information. Before April 16, we should know if the budget has been approved and if RIFS will occur. Question; in the future will there be more funds allocated toward graduation fees, senior’s tributes and Special Olympics stipends? Will there still be funds for supplies? Mrs. Dwyer motioned that we vote to accept the final budget, Ms. Galland second. MSA The budget passed.
